This is the second article 
on Bid Assistants and we 
will look at some tips for 
successful management of 
a bid assistant team.  
First, let’s review the five 
tips covered in the first 
article for real estate bid 
assistants:   

 Find out what the bid-
der’s “vision” or end use 
of the property is, 

 Educate potential bid-
ders on bidding strate-
gy, 

 Secure a starting bid 
during auction preview,  

 Determine the source 
of money and who the 
decision makers are, 
and 

 Get the last two or 
three bidders to contin-
ue to bid even though 
they communicate that 
they are done. 

 
These are all important to 
the success of an auction.  
However, preparing your 
bid assistant team for the 
auction can influence

As the auctioneer, you 
have many items on your 
“To Do” list leading up to 
auction day, and that is 
before the last minute, 
unexpected items that 
always raise their ugly 
head prior to the auc-
tion.   
 
So how do you prepare 
your bid assistant team 
for auction day?  You 
don’t! It is important to 
have a team lead or floor 
manager who is respon-
sible for working with 
and preparing the team 
for the auction.   
 
What is this team lead 
responsible for? First and 
foremost the team lead 
needs to take a lot of the 
nuts and bolts detail re-

sponsibility, as well as 
preparation, off of the 
auctioneer’s plate.  
 
The team lead should 
organize and lead the pre
-auction team meeting. 
This meeting should take 
place prior to auction 
day, or at least prior to 
any auction preview.   
 
Agenda items the meet-
ing should include are 
bid assistant training (v. 
general auction work and 
tasks that are not bid 
assistant activities), edu-
cate the team on the 
property up for auction 
whether a personal prop-
erty or real estate auc-
tion, assign bid assistants 
to pre-registered bidders 
and provide information 
known about them 
(important for real estate 
auctions), discuss the 
auctions’ internal com-
munication strategies 
with each other and the 

auctioneer, and provide 
any additional infor-
mation the auctioneer 
needs to convey, to name 
a few.   
 
Utilizing a bid assistant 
team management ap-
proach should help in-
crease your auction pro-
ceeds. Of course market-
ing and the property it-
self plays a big part in 
that, but if those are a 
given, a proactive bid 
assistant team can be an 
advantage for you and 
your seller.  
 
We have all heard that 
95 percent of the work is 
done pre-auction, and 
the same is true for pre-
paring your bid assistant 
team.  
 
At our SCAA convention 
in January 2012, one of 
the continuing education 
classes to be offered is 
“Bid Assistants – It’s Not 

Just Auction Work.” In 
this class we will cover 
the different roles and 
responsibilities of a bid 
assistant for both per-
sonal property and real 
estate sales, what a team 
lead or floor manager 
can do for an auction, 
and hopefully give you 
some bid assistant man-
agement strategies and 
activities to incorporate 
into your auctions to 
make them more suc-
cessful – after all that is 
what it is about, increas-
ing your bottom line!
